Did you know that 1 in 4 new HIV infections is among youths 13-24? Despite encouraging advances in HIV/AIDS research, the Philadelphia Department of Public Health recently reported some startling new facts about new HIV cases right in our own backyard: the rate of HIV infection in Philadelphia is FIVE times the national average, and is 50% higher than in New York City. This is why I have recently taken on a challenge that is not only rewarding to me personally, but will also make a difference to the over 30,000 friends, neighbors and family members living with HIV/AIDS in the Philadelphia Region.

I am a Team Captain/Walker/Runner for this year’s AIDS Walk Philly/AIDS Run Philly.
